Honors Recital Rules
1. All applicants must be residents of Coles County and of preschool through high school age.

2. All Applicants must fill out and send an entry application with a $ 20 fee to the Coles County Arts Council by April 20, 2011 care of Madeline Ignazito, 13961 East County Road 620 North, Charleston, Il 61920.
3. Music should not be longer than 10 minutes. Memorization is mandatory for piano students and recommended for instrumentalists and vocalists.
4. All students recommended for the honors recital must play at the recital. Scholarships will be awarded at the close of the Honors recital on May 7, 2010 Friday at 7 PM.
5. No Xeroxed or copies of music are allowed.

6. Judges from outside the area will decide on the participants and their decision will be final.
7. No refunds of the application fee will be given for any reason.

8. Participants for the auditions will enter the Tarble Arts center via the south door (not the atrium). Please be quiet and respectful of others as they audition. Only the participant and accompanist if needed are allowed into the atrium.

9. Each participant will be given a number to insure complete anonymity in the judging.
10. Music not copies must be given to the judges with all teachers’ markings erased and the measures numbered for the judges.

11. The Coles County Arts Council reserves the right to not award scholarships in any or all categories.

12. This year the Council will give an equivalent camp cost at EIU to another College or University in Illinois. Camps outside Illinois will be considered at the discretion of the chair. As EIU no only offers a camp in piano or strings the scholarship winner may chose a piano or string music camp at another College or University in Illinois. 
13. We are partially funded by the Illinois Arts Council. The scholarship amount will be sent directly to the institution. No cash or check will be given directly to the scholarship recipient. 
14. In the event the winner can not attend the music camp the alternate will be eligible to attend. It is expected that the winner will accept the scholarship. If the winner cannot attend for a reasonable reason then we should be notified in a timely manner so the alternate can have time to find a suitable music camp.
